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Thirty Canadian authors, from six provinces, have joined together with publisher That’s 
Life! Communications to produce an innovative anthology that will be presented to women 
across Canada this year during FaithLife Financial’s Girls Night Out  events. 

Hot Apple Cider: Words to Stir the Heart and Warm the Soul is a 296-page collec-
tion of personal experience articles, short stories and poems. While there are similarities to 
the popular Chicken Soup for the Soul series, Hot Apple Cider conveys a uniquely Canadian 
character and content, with a variety of stories from the lighthearted and humorous to those 
dealing with serious real-life issues such as the death of a child, cancer, infertility, loneli-
ness and family conflicts. 

All of the authors in this book are professional members of The Word Guild, an asso-
ciation of more than 325 Canadians who write from a Christian faith perspective. These 
authors represent more than 20 Christian denominations. 

30,000 copies of the books will be presented as gifts to the women who will attend the 
80 Girls Night Out events hosted in communities across Canada.  

Hot Apple Cider was edited by The Word Guild founders N. J. Lindquist and Wendy 
Elaine Nelles.  

“We’d been thinking about producing an anthology for some time,” Lindquist said. 
“As far as we know, this is the first compilation that highlights Canadian authors who write 
from a Christian worldview. We’re excited that Hot Apple Cider has the potential to create 
a whole new level of interest in the work of the authors included in it, and in work by other 
Canadian writers.”  

“Readers are telling us that the stories in Hot Apple Cider capture their attention and 
resonate with them, because they’re about us and our neighbours,” Nelles said. “They can 
identify with the writers because they’re like people they know, and the book reflects our 
Canadian culture, values and experiences.” 

“Creating a meaningful, high quality book while at the same time helping World Vi-
sion made this a perfect project,” added Lindquist, who has sponsored a number of children 
through World Vision over a 30-year period.
